Within the next week, I will also be sending home more specific targets tailored towards your own child.
During this half term, Mrs Rae is running the Monday afternoon dance club after school until 4.15pm. If you would like your child to take part, please either speak to Mrs Rae or one of our EYFS team. 
A few reminders: don’t forget to name all pieces of uniform. This makes looking for items of clothing at the end of the school day much quicker and easier. Also, don’t forget, we still love to see the children’s adventures and activities on Tapestry. We do aim to share any observations you post with the children. Also, please continue to read and practise key words and spellings with your child at home. We are all pleased with the progress they have made since they first started in September and we are sure that they will continue to progress between now and the summer holidays. 

Finally, we hope your child enjoys their last term with us in Reception. We are very much looking forward to working with them again!
