	The children will listen to and read story books and non-fiction texts linked to our topics in Science and History, including ‘Stone Girl, Bone Girl’, ‘Stone Age Boy’ and ‘A Pebble in my Pocket’. They will be encouraged to write at greater length with more accurate spelling, punctuation and grammar using joined up handwriting. Tasks will include writing instructions how to wash a woolly mammoth, writing a diary from a character’s perspective and a biography for Mary Anning. They will develop their speaking and listening skills by taking part in group work, class discussions, role-play and our class assembly.
	
	In Maths, we will follow the national curriculum subject content set out in the Year 3 programme of study. The main focus is for children to become more confident with place value and the four operations: addition, subtraction, multiplication and division. They will solve problems with simple fractions, make connections between measurements and number, including length and perimeter. They will be using information presented in scaled bar charts, pictograms and tables. The children will need to memorise their times tables and practise calculating mentally with greater confidence, speed and accuracy.
	
	In Science, we will compare and group together different kinds of rocks on the basis of their appearance and simple physical properties. The children will learn in simple terms how fossils were formed and study the life and work of the great fossil hunter Mary Anning.  
The children will work scientifically by identifying and grouping animals with and without skeletons and observing and comparing their movement.  We will learn that humans and some other animals have skeletons and muscles for support, protection and movement.

	The ‘Journeys’ topic will develop the children’s knowledge and understanding of the liturgical year and why Catholics celebrate special feast days. The Eucharist unit will develop the children’s understanding of the Catholic Mass. They will learn about actions and symbols used during the service.  They will listen to the Word of God and will explore ways in which Christians share God’s love with others. The children will retell some of the stories of Holy Week and describe some of the religious actions and symbols of Lent. They will explore ways in which Christians use the time of Lent to give to others.
We will also learn about the mosque as a place of worship for Muslims.

	Children will be taught about changes in Britain from the Stone Age to the Iron Age.  They will find out what a Stone Age village would have looked like and what would life would have been like for a child in the Stone Age. 	The children will improve their skills and techniques with a range of materials including pencil, pastels and charcoal. They will create their own pictures in the style of cave paintings and explore the roles and purposes of artists and craftspeople working in a different time. They will also have the opportunity to cook and eat stewed fruit.
	
	In PSHE, the children will have the opportunity to  identify positive things about themselves and their achievements. They will set SMART goals and plan how to reach them. They will explore how to make good choices. They will think about how to stay safe, including e-safety and complete activities linked to Safer Internet Day.
